Call to Order  

Village President Demos called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.   

Roll Call  

Upon roll call by Village Clerk Galvin, Village President Demos and Trustees Clark, Friedberg, and O’Shea 
answered “Present”.    

Trustees Elliott, Ladesic and McGinley were excused. 

Pledge of Allegiance 

President Demos asked Alan Buttimer, President of Glen Ellyn Lions Club to lead the Pledge of Allegiance. Mr. 
Buttimer invited everyone to the Glen Ellyn Festival of the Arts, to be held at Lake Ellyn Park on Saturday, August 
24 and Sunday, August 25.  This is a celebration of sight and sound with musical, dance and theatrical 
entertainment, children’s events and food and drink.  In addition, the Lion’s Club will be offering free hearing 
screening.

Additional Discussion Item F – Consent Agenda: 
 

Ordinance No. 6157-VC, An Ordinance Amending the Village Code regarding Solicitations within 
the Village. 
 

Village Attorney Mathews explained that the current Ordinance is being amended since the current 
Ordinance would most likely not withhold a Constitutional challenge regarding Freedom of Speech.  The 
Village could be liable.  Trustee O’Shea expressed concern that soliciting is allowed until 9:00 p.m. and can 
begin at 9:00 a.m.  Trustee Clark agreed with Trustee O’Shea over soliciting hours but stated that the 
Ordinance must be able to stand up to legal challenges.   
 
Trustee Friedberg made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 6157-VC, An Ordinance Amending the Village 
Code regarding Solicitations within the Village.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Clark. 
 
Upon roll call, President Demos and Trustees Clark, Friedberg and Elliott voted “Aye.” Motion carried. 
 
Additional Discussion Item I – Consent Agenda 
 

Ordinance No. 6160-VC, An Ordinance to Amend Section 9-5-6 (Schedule F; Parking Prohibited at 
All Times) of the Village Code regarding Parking on Tanglewood Drive at Woodview Drive.   
 

Police Chief Norton explained that the Village follows the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices – 
Illinois Department of Transportation.  Tanglewood Drive is a terminating road which requires drivers to 
stop anyway, and a stop sign at a terminating road is not uniform and can actually create a traffic conflict.  
Furthermore, the accident history does not warrant a sign.   
 
Mr. Mark Angstadt, 203 Tanglewood Drive, Galen Ellyn addressed the Board to address his concerns.  Mr. 
Angstadt stated that the streets are narrower in the Baker Hill subdivision. Between, the narrow streets, speed 
limit (30 mph) and street parking drivers cannot see around the corner.  The intersection should be more 
visible.  Mr. Angstadt stated there have been several near misses. 
 
Trustee Friedberg made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 6160-VC, An Ordinance to Amend Section 9-5-
6 (Schedule F; Parking Prohibited at All Times) of the Village Code regarding Parking on Tanglewood Drive 
at Woodview Drive.  The motion was seconded by Trustee O’Shea. 
 
Upon roll call, President Demos and Trustees Clark, Friedberg and Elliott voted “Aye.” Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item 7 – Agreement with ERA for Lake Ellyn Modeling: 
 
Professional Engineer Bob Minix presented information on a proposed engineering agreement with 
Engineering Resource Associates (ERA) to perform needed computer modeling and ancillary services to 
improve the hydraulic performance of Lake Ellyn during significant storm events.   
 
Engineer Minix explained that this is part of the ongoing effort to increase the discharge rate at Lake Ellyn.  
This modeling will determine what the discharge rate should be.  The current rate is 37 cfs.  The minimum 
increase may be 61.4 cfs.  Greater than 61.4 cfs will have to be approved by the DuPage County Stormwater 
Committee and then by the DuPage County Board.   

 



Trustee O’Shea made a motion to approve an agreement with ERA for FEQ computer modeling services 
related to increasing the peak discharge rate from Lake Ellyn, in the total not-to-exceed amount of $38,000 
(including a 10% contingency), to be expensed to the Capital Projects Fund.  The motion was seconded by 
Trustee Clark. 

Upon roll call, President Demos and Trustees Clark, Friedberg and O’Shea voted “Aye.” Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item 8 – Prevailing Wage (Discussion Only): 
 
Assistant Village Manager Al Stonitsch presented information for discussion only on a proposed ordinance of 
the Village of Glen Ellyn ascertaining the prevailing rate of wages for laborers, workmen, and mechanics 
employed by contractors performing public works for the Village.  
 
The Prevailing Wage Act was enacted in the State of Illinois in 1941.  This Act requires contractors and 
subcontractors to pay workers that are employed on public works construction projects the minimum 
prevailing rate of pay that is established in the county where the work is being performed.
