
Village of Glen Ellyn—Stormwater/Drainage Review and Certification Requirements 

*Development:  Any activity, excavation or fill, altera-

tion, removal of vegetation, subdivision, change in land 

use, or practice undertaken by private or public entities 

that affects the discharge of stormwater; or any man-

made change to improved or unimproved real estate, 

including but not limited to buildings or other structures, 

mining, dredging, filling, grading, paving, excavation or 

drilling operations or storage of equipment or materials 

in flood plain, flood way, wetland, waters or buffer areas.  

The term “development” does not include maintenance.
